Latch Hook Pillow

Create one of three pillow designs!

3 design templates
canvas grid

mini permanent marker
yarn

plastic sewing needle
pre-made pillow
stuffing

latch hook tool
instruction sheet

transfer your DESIGN TEMPLATE

Lay out your design template onto a flat surface or table.
Place your canvas grid on top of the template. You may
want to secure both the template and grid down to the
surface with tape. Using the black marker, trace the
template onto the grid. Once complete, take the grid off
of the design template. You are now ready to latch hook!

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Grasp the toolin | Insert tip of hook

Continue pulling
hook to complete
knot around canvas
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Tighten the knot by
pulling both yarn
ends towards you
evenly. Continue

steps 1 through 5 to
fill the pattern on

your latch hook
grid.

ends.
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Choose a color to start with and follow the steps above. Continue latch-hooking in a
horizontal or vertical diraction. Be sure to follow the lines that you created with the
permanent marker. Continue until the section is complete. Move on to the next section
with a different color. Repeat until the whole grid is full.

Turn pillow over. Open the flap and insert stuffing inside. Make sure to push stuffing
into corners of pillow.
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Place the latch hook grid on top of the pillow (the side without the flap). Thread the
needle with the long piece of yarn. Tie a knot in one end. Begin attaching the latch
hook grid to the pillow by weaving in & out of the grid & the designated holes in
the pillow. Sew all the way around your grid until it is secured snuggly onto the
pillow. Tie a knot in the other end of the yarn.

Now yvou have your own Latch Hook Pillow!
