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Create Rockin’ 80’s Designs!

With this kit you can create 3 awesome needlepoint projects! Everything you 
need to make a trendy tote, cassette tape keepsake box & rainbow wall 
hanging is included! Here are some basic steps to know before you begin:

Use yarn colors that correspond to the colors printed 
on the grid. Use the diagonal stitch to fill your 
rainbow grid. 

Cut the beading cord into as many different bead 
“rain” strands as you want. Cut different lengths to get 
various lengths of bead strands. Tie a knot in the 
bottom of the cord & string assorted small blue beads 
onto the beading cord. Loop the other end through a 
hole in the grid & knot. Repeat for all bead strands.

To create a hanger for your rainbow, cut a 12” piece of 
yarn the color of your choice. Loop one end through a 
hole on the top of the grid & knot. Slide the larger 
beads onto the yarn. You can make a fully beaded 
hanger or just add a couple beads. Knot the other end 
of the yarn through the grid to secure.

instructions
BASIC STITCHES:

Rainbow Wall Hanging
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Trendy Tote
Design Tips:
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1 Stitch your top panel (printed cassette grid) using 
yarn colors that correspond to the colors printed on 
the grid.

Begin assembling your box by whipstitching the 4 
side panels to the bottom panel.  Make sure to match 
up the correct size sides as shown on the right.

To finish the box shape, whipstitch the edges of the 
side panels together. Then, whipstitch one edge of 
the top panel onto the back panel to create a lid.

Follow the diagram below to create a hook & eye 
closure for your keepsake box. 

Overcast to finish all exposed edges.

Cassette Tape Keepsake BoxThis stitch is used to connect 

two grid pieces. Hold two 

grid edges together. Begin at 

one corner & use a whipping 

motion to stitch them 

together.

Tie Knots to
Start & End

1 2 3

Similar to the 

straight stitch but 

done on a diagonal. 

This stitch is used to 

fill shapes with a 

more dramatic effect. 

Begin this 

stitch at the 

upper left 

corner of the 

space you 

want to fill.

Continue by 

looping around 

the next hole & 

making another 

diagonal stitch in 

the reverse 

direction.

Diagonal Stitch 1 2

Whipstitch Straight Stitch
This stitch can be 

used to fill in the 

patterned shapes 

with color (heart, 

stars, circles, etc)

This stitch is used to finish 

exposed edges. The 

motion of this stitch is 

similar to the whipstitch 

but it does not connect 

two grid pieces together. 

Overcast 1 2

Knots
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Hook & Eye Closure
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String large bead 
onto 1” piece of 

yarn. Loop through 
grid on top panel as 

shown & knot.

Loop a 1” piece of yarn 
through the grid on the front 

of the box & knot.

Stitch your front panel using yarn colors 
that correspond to the printed colors. 

Next, diagonally stitch the two side panels 
using pink yarn.

Begin assembling your tote by 
whipstitching the bottom panel to the front 
& back panels. Make sure to line up the 
long side of the bottom panel with the flat 
portion of the front & back panels as 
shown.

Finish assembling your tote by 
whipstitching the sides onto the bottom, 
front & back panels as shown in the 
diagrams.

Overcast to finish all exposed edges.

Use any left over beads & yarn to make a 
dangle for your tote! Loop yarn around the 
handle & knot. String beads onto yarn & 
knot the ends.

Add a hook & eye closure to your tote. Refer 
to the diagram on the keepsake box 
instructions 
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
